
KANSAS LOTTERY CHAMPIONSHIP RODEO SERIES 2007 
CONTESTANT INFORMATION 

(As of 10-16-06) 
 

Intent:  The intent of the Kansas Lottery Championship Rodeo Series is to encourage 
contestants to participate in Kansas PRCA rodeos of all sizes and payouts.  The Kansas 
Association of Rodeo Committees wishes to reward those contestants with a cash bonus 
for competing in member rodeos. 
 

1. A Series contestant:  
a. Must declare in writing or electronically to the secretary that they want to 

be apart of the series by July 1.  A Series contestant must be a PRCA 
card/permit holder or PWBR member.  See entry form on the web site, 
www.klcrs.com.  

b.  Must participate in at least four (4) of the Header Division and four (4) of 
the Heeler Division rodeos listed below to qualify for Series consideration.  
A qualified contestant can participate in more than eight (8) member 
rodeos and points earned will be applied to their total. 

c. Shall earn points per their ranking compared to other series contestants in 
each rodeo as per the following.  This is not how the contestant finishes in 
the total rodeo standings but compared to other Series contestants. 

i. First  14 points 
ii. Second 12 points 

iii. Third  10  points 
iv. Fourth    8 points 
v. Fifth    6 points 

vi. Participated but no qualified ride  2 pts 
 

2. At the end of the Series, the Series contestants’ points, who have qualified by 
participating in the appropriate number and distribution of rodeos, shall be totaled 
and event winners will be determined.  The highest point contestant will receive a 
cash payout of$1000 and Montana Silversmith trophy buckle.  Second place will 
receive $500.  Prize money will be paid for the following events (SB, BB, TD, 
SW, BR, PWBR, and TR-PAY BOTH) This payout will not be considered in a 
contestant’s total PRCA/PWBR earnings.
